An Interfaith Alliance Helping Homeless Families 
Achieve Lasting Self-Sufficiency



Family Promise—Salt Lake is an interfaith alliance whose mission is to help homeless 

families achieve lasting self suffi  ciency by providing safe and hospitable shelter with 

the help of local congregations and off ering intensive case management support both 

during and following an episode of homelessness. 

Outcomes: Shelter Program
▪ Shelter program through churches—31 families sheltered consisting 

of 92 individuals.
▪ 93% of those sheltered transitioned successfully into stable housing.

b. Number of volunteer hours (est.) 15,000

Outcomes: Housing Retention Program
Out of families who transitioned from our shelter program and participated in our Housing Retention Program: 100% remained 
housed 6 months later; 100% remained housed 12 months later; 93% remained housed at the 18th and 24 month dates.

The Need
Families with children constitute the fastest growing segment of the homeless population nationwide. This is true in Utah 
as well. The State of Utah reported at its Homelessness Summit 2010 that families with children account for almost 50% of 
homelessness in our state. They also reported that, according to the Utah Department of Education, 10,388 school aged children 
experienced homelessness in 2009 and that they expect to see that number rise to close to 12,000 in 2010. Family Promise 
works to keep families together and o� er homelike loving shelter and support, meeting all basic needs, as families work to 
transition to stable housing and improve their quality of life.

The Response
Across the nation, Family Promise a¢  liates like ours rely upon a network of area congregations who open their doors to families 
in need. Families receive hospitality at each congregation for a week at a time. Every Sunday volunteers help to move the 
families to the next congregation in the rotation. Each church hosts 3-4 weeks annually.

Approximately 50 volunteers each week work to provide these guest families with basic human needs—shelter, safety, and 
sustenance. Just as important is their work in providing companionship, acceptance and dignity to each individual they welcome. 
Both volunteers and guests grow, learning from each other and coming to know one another as individual human beings with 
inherent worth.

Over the last 15 years FPSL has served over 2,000 individuals—
almost 600 families in our shelter program.

Over the last 5 years we have celebrated an average of 92.5% 
success rate at transitioning families to stable housing.

Integral to this success is the dedication of hundreds of volunteers.  
Over the course of these last 15 years, we estimate that volunteers 
have contributed approximately 183,300 hours of service on behalf 
of our families.
